Our standard, adopted curriculum will be used as well. Both of these platforms have the Oregon State Standards built in and also comply with
Division 22 requirements with regards to curriculum. We will be utilizing our para pros to help provide support for our students on IEP’s and 504’s
as well as our highly vulnerable student population. We believe that our students will receive a quality education through these platforms and
that the transition back into the brick and mortar educational model will be smooth for our students and staff.

OHA/ODE Requirements

Hybrid/Onsite Plan

Defer to district Communicable Disease Management Plan for
appropriate isolation determination and processes.

Each school principal (or designee) will connect weekly with
the school nurse on updates for plan and isolation measures
taken to that point.

All students who become ill at school with excludable
symptoms will remain at school supervised by staff until
parents can pick them up in the designated isolation area.
Students will be provided a facial covering (if they can safely
wear one). Staff should wear a facial covering and maintain
physical distancing, but never leave a child unattended.

While exercising caution to maintain (ensure) safety is
appropriate when working with children exhibiting symptomes,
it is also critical that staff maintain sufficient composure and
disposition so as not to unduly worry a student or family.

Staff will maintain student confidentiality as appropriate.

Daily logs must be maintained containing the following:

o Name of students sent home for illness, cause of
illness, time of onset, as per designated
communicable disease surveillance logs; and

o Name of students visiting the office for illness
symptoms, even if not sent home, as per routine
health logs

Staff and students with known or suspected COVID-19 cannot
remain at school and should return only after their symptoms
resolve and they are physically ready to return to school. In no
case can they return before:
o the passage of 14 calendar days after exposure; and
o symptoms have been resolved for 72 hours without
the use of anti-fever medications.

X Protocols for exclusion and isolation for sick students and staff .
whether identified at the time of bus pick-up, arrival to school, or at
any time during the school day.

Protocols for screening students, as well as exclusion and isolation L4
protocols for sick students and staff identified at the time of arrival or
during the school day.

e  Work with school nurses, health care providers, or other
staff with expertise to determine necessary modifications i
to areas where staff/students will be isolated.
e  Consider required physical arrangements to reduce risk of
disease transmission.
e  Plan for the needs of generally well students who need
medication or routine treatment, as well as students who
may show signs of illness.

Xl Students and staff who report or develop symptoms must be isolated ¢
in a designated isolation area in the school, with adequate space and
staff supervision and symptom monitoring by a school nurse, other
school-based health care provider or school staff until they are able
to go home. Anyone providing supervision and symptom monitoring
must wear appropriate face covering or face shields. b

e School nurse and health staff in close contact with
symptomatic individuals (less than six feet) should wear a ¢
medical-grade face mask. Other Personal Protective
Equipment (PPE) may be needed depending on symptoms
and care provided. Consult a nurse or health care
professional regarding appropriate use of PPE. Any PPE
used during care of a symptomatic individual should be
properly removed and disposed of prior to exiting the care
space.

X Staff and students who are ill must stay home from school and must
be sent home if they become ill at school, particularly if they have
COVID-19 symptoms.

e  Symptomatic staff or students should be evaluated and
seek COVID-19 testing from their regular physician or
through the local public health authority.

e If they have a positive COVID-19 viral (PCR) test result, the
person should remain home for at least 10 days after illness
onset and 24 hours after fever is gone, without use of fever
reducing medicine, and other symptoms are improving.

e If they have a negative COVID-19 viral test (and if they have
multiple tests, all tests are negative), they should remain
home until 24 hours after fever is gone, without use of
fever reducing medicine, and other symptoms are
improving.

e If a clear alternative diagnosis is identified as the cause of
the person’s illness (e.g., a positive strep throat test), then
usual disease-specific return-to-school guidance should be
followed and person should be fever-free for 24 hours,
without use of fever reducing medicine. A physician note is
required to return to school, to ensure that the person is
not contagious.
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If they do not undergo COVID-19 testing, the person should
remain at home for 10 days and until 24 hours after fever is
gone, without use of fever reducing medicine, and other
symptoms are improving.

Materials: Avoid sharing of community supplies when possible (e.g.,
scissors, pencils, etc.). Clean these items frequently. Provide hand
sanitizer and tissues for use by students and staff.
Handwashing: Remind students (with signage and regular verbal
reminders from staff) of the utmost importance of hand hygiene and
respiratory etiquette. Respiratory etiquette means covering coughs
and sneezes with an elbow or a tissue. Tissues should be disposed of
in a garbage can, then hands washed or sanitized immediately.

®  Wash hands with soap and water for 20 seconds or use an

alcohol-based hand sanitizer with 60-95% alcohol.

Hybrid/Onsite Plan

®  Seating: Rearrange student desks and tables to at least six feet

apart; assign seating so students are in the same seat at all times.

Materials: Each classroom will limit sharing of community supplies
when possible (e.g., scissors, pencils, etc.). If needed to share, these
items will be cleaned frequently.

Environment: When possible, windows will be open in the
classroom before students arrive and after students leave. Each
classroom will hold classes outside when possible and encourage
students to spread out.

2g. PLAYGROUNDS, FIELDS, RECESS, BREAKS, AND RESTROOMS

OHA/ODE Requirements

X Keep school playgrounds closed to the general public until park
playground equipment and benches reopen in the community (see
Oregon Health Authority’s Specific Guidance for Outdoor Recreation
0 izations).

After using the restroom students must wash hands with soap and

water for 20 seconds. Soap must be made available to students and

staff.

Before and after using playground equipment, students must wash

hands with soap and water for 20 seconds or use an alcohol-based

hand sanitizer with 60-95% alcohol.

Designate playground and shared equipment solely for the use of one

cohort at a time. Disinfect at least daily or between use as much as

possible in accordance with CDC guidance.

Cleaning requirements must be maintained (see section 2j of the

Ready Schools, Safe Learners guidance).

Maintain physical distancing requirements, stable cohorts, and

square footage requirements.

Provide signage and restrict access to outdoor equipment (including

sports equipment, etc.).

Hybrid/Onsite Plan

e  Students must wash hands before and after exiting the building
for any reasons.
®  OurJuniors and Seniors will follow the same screening protocol

when returning from their off campus lunch time. We will not
allow any non-family members to leave with other students
during the lunch time.
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X Design recess activities that allow for physical distancing and
maintenance of stable cohorts.

Clean all outdoor equipment at least daily or between use as much as
possible in accordance with CDC guidance.

Limit staff rooms, common staff lunch areas, and workspaces to
single person usage at a time, maintaining six feet of distance
between adults.

2h. MEAL SERVICE/NUTRITION
Hybrid/Onsite Plan

OHA/ODE Requirements

X Include meal services/nutrition staff in planning for school reentry.

X Staff serving meals must wear face shields or face covering (see
section 1h of the Ready Schools, Safe Learners guidance).

Students must wash hands with soap and water for 20 seconds or use
an alcohol-based hand sanitizer with 60-95% alcohol before meals
and should be encouraged to do so after.

Appropriate daily cleaning of meal items (e.g., plates, utensils,
transport items) in classrooms where meals are consumed.

X Cleaning and sanitizing of meal touch-points and meal counting
system between stable cohorts.

Since staff must remove their face coverings during eating and

Include transportation departments (and associated contracted
providers, if used) in planning for return to service.

Buses are cleaned frequently. Conduct targeted cleanings between
routes, with a focus on disinfecting frequently touched surfaces of
the bus (see section 2j of the Ready Schools, Safe Learners
guidance).

Develop protocol for loading/unloading that includes visual screening
for students exhibiting symptoms and logs for contact-tracing. This
can be done at the time of arrival and departure.

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2j. CLEANING, DISINFECTION, AND VENTILATION

OHA/ODE Requirements

X Clean, sanitize, and disinfect frequently touched surfaces (e.g.,
playground equipment, door handles, sink handles, drinking
fountains, transport vehicles) and shared objects (e.g., toys, games,
art supplies) between uses multiple times per day. Maintain clean
and disinfected (CDC guidance) environments, including classrooms,
cafeteria settings and restrooms.

Clean and disinfect playground equipment at least daily or between
use as much as possible in accordance with CDC guidance.

Apply disinfectants safely and correctly following labeling direction as
specified by the manufacturer. Keep these products away from
students.

X To reduce the risk of asthma, choose disinfectant products on the

EPA List N with asthma-safer ingredients (e.g. hydrogen peroxide,

citric acid, or lactic acid) and avoid products that mix these with

asthma-causing ingredients like peroxyacetic acid, sodium
hypochlorite (bleach), or quaternary ammonium compounds.

Operate ventilation systems properly and/or increase circulation of

outdoor air as much as possible by opening windows and doors,

using fans, and through other methods. Consider running ventilation
systems continuously and changing the filters more frequently. Do
not use fans if they pose a safety or health risk, such as increasing
exposure to pollen/allergies or exacerbating asthma symptoms. For
example, do not use fans if doors and windows are closed and the
fans are recirculating the classroom air.

Consider the need for increased ventilation in areas where students
with special health care needs receive medication or treatments.

X Facilities should be cleaned and disinfected at least daily to prevent
transmission of the virus from surfaces (see CDC’s guidance on
disinfecting public spaces).

X Air circulation and filtration are helpful factors in reducing airborne
viruses. Consider modification or enhancement of building

Hybrid/Onsite Plan

e All frequently touched surfaces (e.g., playground equipment,
door handles, sink handles, drinking fountains, transport
vehicles) and shared objects (e.g., toys, games, art supplies)
will be cleaned between uses at least 3 times per day.

e Ventilation systems will be checked and maintained monthly

by maintenance staff

OHA/ODE Requirements

OAR 581-022-2220 Health Services, requires districts to “maintain a
prevention-oriented health services program for all students”
including space to isolate sick students and services for students with
special health care needs. While OAR 581-022-2220 does not apply to
private schools, private schools must provide a space to isolate sick
students and provide services for students with special health care
needs.

Licensed, experienced health staff should be included on teams to
determine district health service priorities. Collaborate with health
professionals such as school nurses; SBHC staff; mental and
behavioral health providers; physical, occupational, speech, and
respiratory therapists; and School Based Health Centers (SBHC).

2k. HEALTH SERVICES

Hybrid/Onsite Plan

Each school will provide age appropriate hand hygiene and
respiratory etiquette education to endorse prevention. This
includes website, newsletter and signage in the school setting
for health promotion.

Schools will practice appropriate communicable disease
isolation and exclusion measures.

Staff will participate in required health services related training
to maintain health services practices in the school setting.
COVID-19 specific infection control practices for staff and
students will be communicated.

Review of 504 and IEP accommodations and IHP’s will be
advised to address vulnerable populations.

Immunization processes will be addressed as per routine
timeline, which prioritizes the beginning of the year and new
students. Information for immunization clinics will be provided
to families.

Continuity of existing health management issues will have a
plan for sustaining operations alongside COVID-19 specific
planning (i.e. medication administration, diabetic care).

2l. BOARDING SCHOOLS AND RESIDENTIAL PROGRAMS ONLY

OHA/ODE Requirements

Hybrid/Onsite Plan
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Provide specific plan details and adjustments in Operational
Blueprints that address staff and student safety, which includes how
you will approach:
